Should you need to obtain an alternative or new vehicle, our Adaptations Technicians are able to advise and recommend suitable alternative vehicle types.

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	Push/pull hand controls.

Operates brake and accelerator pedals.  Pulling lever towards steering wheel will apply the accelerator and pushing away will apply the brakes on the vehicle.
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	Under-ring electronic accelerator.

Squeezing the ring towards the steering wheel will apply the accelerator and pushing down on a lever to the right of the steering wheel will apply the vehicle’s brakes.

                      Brake lever.
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	Over-ring electronic accelerator.
Pushing the ring towards the steering wheel (as arrows show) will apply the accelerator and pushing down on a lever to the right of the steering wheel will apply the vehicle’s brakes.
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	Electronic trigger accelerator with push mechanical brake.

Pull the vertical or horizontal post towards the wheel to accelerate and push lever away from the steering wheel to apply the vehicle’s brakes.

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Wheelchair & Scooter Hoists
Below is a selection of powered hoists.  These are fitted into the rear of a vehicle and allow a manual wheelchair, power chair or scooter to be lifted into and out of the vehicle. 
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Platform Lifts
	These platform lifts are used to lift an occupied or unoccupied wheelchair into the rear or side of a vehicle.  Due to the size of the platform these can only be fitted to a large vehicle such as van or people carrier.
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Wheel Chair Stowage
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	Wheelchair storage box.

Once a client has transferred from their manual wheelchair to the vehicle, the remote top box will open and lower a lifting device.  This device will pick up the wheelchair and stow it inside the box which is fixed to the roof of the vehicle.

This operation is reversed when the wheelchair is required.




Person Hoists

A powered hoist is used to lift and transfer a wheelchair occupant from their wheelchair into a vehicle’s passenger seat.

Quickly fitted to a standard handbrake, it makes releasing the hand brake easier for anyone who finds it difficult or is unable to push the normal button release.
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
